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Hi kids!  MAX MAGNIFY here with my Street Smart friends, Sue and Ron! 
I’m a magnifying glass by trade and I like to share safety tips with children 
everywhere so that everyone can grow up safe.  You can be a Street Smart kid too!                                        
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I know my full name, address and telephone number ‘by heart’.

I know my parents full names and where they work (Older 
children should memorize work/cell phone numbers).

If I am home alone, I never tell anyone I am alone and I don’t 
answer the door

I know how to dial 911 if I need help or I am really scared (Older children should know 
how to dial local and long distance calls).

I will always ask my parents or care giver for permission before going anywhere to play 
or join an activity.

I will always walk, play and bike in a group or with a ‘buddy’.

I don’t walk down alleyways, go to dark places or places where there are no people.

If I get lost or someone is bothering me, I will go to a public place (store) or a ‘safe 
house’ (neighbors, friends, Block Parents) in my neighborhood.

If I get lost in a big place, will not try to fi nd them. I will go to someone who works there 
(cashier, security guard) and tell them I am lost and need help. I will NEVER leave the 
store on my own.

If someone I do not know well, approaches me and asks my name, where I live or for 
my help, I DO NOT ANSWER, I keep a safe distance and quickly WALK AWAY.

I will always say ‘No’ to adults who ask me to do something for them, (fi nd a pet, accept 
a gift, help them or give them directions).  

I know that if adults need help, they ask other adults….not kids!

I know our family ‘secret code’ word. If there is an emergency, I will only go with 
someone who knows this code.

If someone grabs or holds me, I will scream loudly, squirm, and kick so other people will 
notice.

Unless, I have permission from my parents, I do not accept car rides with anyone, 
including neighbors or parents of my friends (unless they know our family ‘secret code’).

I never keep secrets and if an adult asks me to keep a secret, I say no and tell me 
parents about it

I am smart and I am proud to always trust my feelings
